Description This course will engage in a theological reading of the Gospel of Luke.  The 

purpose, beyond gaining a better understanding of Luke’s Gospel, is to help 

students to become better theological thinkers for use in their ministry 

contexts.  The hope is that through reading Luke we will become better 

acquainted with how God’s mission should be implemented in the world to 

engage diverse groups in understanding the gospel of Jesus Christ.
